I. Call to Order  

The Annual Meeting of St. Gregory’s Episcopal Church was called to order by the 

Rector, Father Andrew Sherman at 12:15PM.  In attendance were Fr. Andrew Sherman, 

Fr. Joel Turmo, Roberta (Bobbie) Stanley Welzien, Bob Hageman, Deacon Anita 

Thorstad, candidates for the Vestry and approximately 100 members of the congregation. 

II.  Prayer 

Fr. Andrew led the meeting in a prayer for the mission of the church and for the Annual 

Meeting. 

A presentation, prepared by Steve Vinik, of pictures and music at St. Gregory’s in 2010 

was introduced by Fr. Andrew and shown to the congregation.  Fr. Andrew expressed his 

thanks to Steve, our Web Acolyte.  The presentation was well received by the 

congregation. 

III.  Approval of the Minutes 

Fr. Andrew announced that the Minutes from last year’s Annual Meeting help on January 

31, 2010 were approved by the Vestry and were printed on pages 8-11 of the 2010

A. Youth 

Fr. Andrew explained that Fr. Joel’s report was being moved up in the agenda so 

he could support the cleanup of the lunch that the youth group provided.   

Fr. Joel reported some of the youth activities in 2010: 

¶ Senior youth rang in the new year at Winterlight in Kanuga 

¶ Senior and middle school youth attended summer camp at Kanuga. 

¶ Weekend retreats of Happening and New Beginnings were well 

represented with St. Gregory’s youth.  St Gregory youth also served as 

weekend leaders. 

¶ Confirmation classes continue to serve youth at St. Gregory’s and the 

Chapel 

¶ The mission trip included major repairs at Holy Redeemer Episcopal 

Church and some hard work at the homeless center at St. Columbia, 

Marathon. 

¶ Fr. Joel also highlighted the interfaith youth team that painted the 260 

house. 

A comment from the floor emphasized the significant repairs made by the youth 

during their mission trip that allow worship to continue at Holy Redeemer.   

A question was made from the floor asking the number of children in youth 

programs at St. Gregory’s.  Fr. Joel estimated around 60. 

A question was made from the floor regarding the timing of the Mission trip this 

year.  Fr. Joel explained that the mission trip was planned in early June. 

With no further questions from the floor, Fr. Andrew thanked Fr. Joel for his 

report.  Fr. Andrew informed the Congregation that the Bishop has selected Fr. 

Joel as the Youth Representative for the diocese.

V. Senior Wardenôs Report 

Fr. Andrew introduced Bobbie to the floor and expressed how blessed he was to have 

Bobbie as Senior Warden for the last 3 years. 

Bobbie reported on: 

¶ The continued development of the HII (Hospitality, Invitation and Incorporation) 

ministry 

¶ The Cross III dinner that is being planned for February 19, 2011.  The brothers 

are preparing the dinner.  There will also be activities for the children, a silent 

auction and a live auction by Father Sherman. 

¶ The continued sacrifice of the clergy and staff to support the church in these hard 

economic times.  We continue to save money by using private Health Insurance 

rather than the insurance offered by the Diocese, and the majority of salary cuts 

have not been restored. 

There were no questions from the floor. 

VI.  Stewardship report 

Father Andrew introduced and thanked Bob for his service heading the Stewardship 

campaign and as Treasurer.  

Bob thanked Susan D’Ambrosio who co-chaired this year’s stewardship campaign and all 

the other people who helped on the campaign.   

Bob reported that the stewardship campaign was down slightly from last year.  The 

number of pledges is only down 1 from the 248 received as of the Annual Meeting in 

2010, but the dollars per pledge is down.  The current pledge amount is $685,590 and 

more pledges are expected.

Bob continued with a report on:

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2011 Annual Report from the Rector 

St. Gregory’s Episcopal Church, Boca Raton FL 
 

I am grateful to God for the blessing of serving as Rector of such a vibrant congregation centered 

in Christ Jesus that seeks to follow faithfully the guidance and prompting of the Holy Spirit.  I 

continue to feel immense joy in serving God and God’s people in this holy and beloved 

community of faith.  As I reflect on the year past there are a number of highlights that speak to 

the movement of the Holy Spirit in our shared life of mission and ministry. 
 

* The Redevelopment of our Stephen Ministry 
Stephen Ministry is a national multi-denominational ministry that trains congregational members 

to provide Christ-centered care to hurting people in or around our congregation.  After a lapse of 

nearly two decades, we are redeveloping this ministry and currently training our first team of 

Stephen ministers in collaboration with the Chapel of St. Andrew and St. Paul’s Episcopal 

Church, Delray Beach as part of our regional ministry focus.  This ministry will begin providing 

care to those in need beginning in 2012 and will provide a strong complement to our other 

pastoral ministries. 
 

* “Telling our Story” 
In 2011 we developed our St. Gregory’s Facebook page and held our first “Facebook Campaign” 

to market our Christmas Eve Services.   Our 4:00 Pm Christmas Eve service increased 29% in 

attendance and our overall Christmas attendance increased by 14%.   We have an important story 

to tell at St. Gregory’s – a vibrant, Christ-centered congregation that combines traditional 

worship with active, engaged ministry in our community.   This is just the beginning of exploring 

new ways to share the life-giving story of God’s saving love in Christ Jesus. 
 

* New Partnerships 
Over the last several years of my ministry I have come to appreciate the effectiveness of 

collaborations and partnerships.  They are force multipliers for ministry.  In 2011 we instituted a 

partnership with the Seraphic Fire, the premier classical choral group in South Florida with St. 

Gregory’s serving as venue for their concert series.   We also began exploring a partnership with 

the music department at Florida Atlantic University and provided space for one of their signature 

fundraising events.   These partnerships alongside our continuing concert series and lecture series 

are intentionally designed to serve as a front porch for St. Gregory’s to the wider community. 

Music ministry and Lecture series – Front Porch 
 

* Continuing Partnerships   
In addition to our new partnerships our continuing ministry partnerships continue to thrive.  Our 

regional ministry partnership with the Chapel of St. Andrew is marked by shared ministry in 

Christian Formation, Pastoral Care and in our REMBR (Regional Episcopal Ministry of Boca 

Raton) healing ministry.  In 2011 our Easter Butterfly release event was held at the Chapel with 

well over 200 adults and children from both our communities attending this joyous event 

designed to attract new families to our congregations.  In the area of outreach, the South Florida 

Haiti Project, the multi-congregational ministry that supports our relation with our Brothers and 

Sisters in Christ in Bondeau continues to develop.  In several short years the campus and 

ministry in Bondeau has been transformed by this ministry -- thanks be to God!  Our interfaith 

ministry to homeless families -- Family Promise -- continues to impact in life-giving ways the 

most vulnerable residents among us.

Our 260 house plays an instrumental role in the network and last year served as the residence for 

over 20 weeks for families who were part of this ministry.  Our other outreach ministries -- St. 

Laurence Chapel, Blessings in a Backpack and our feeding ministry at Holy Redeemer are also 

characterized by successful partnerships with our diocese, deanery and churches in our 

community. 
 

* Clergy Updates  
At the end of 2011 in recognition of his developing ministry and experience Fr. Joel Turmo was 

given the title Associate Rector for Youth and Family Ministries.  Fr. Joel serves as not only our 

Director for our youth ministry but supports our Sunday School, Simple Gifts and Parent group 

ministries, as well as sharing fully in the pastoral and worship leadership of our community.  In 

2011, Jeff and Susan Beebe became associate clergy in our parish.   In 2011, Susan was ordained 

as a deacon and at the beginning of 2012, Susan was ordained a priest at a glorious service at St. 

Gregory’s.  
 

* Pilgrimage to the Holy Land 
In 2011, I was blessed to lead my third pilgrimage to the land of the Holy One along with 13 

members of our congregation.  These pilgrimages are deeply renewing and I am grateful for the 

encouragement and support of the congregation that enable me to have these experiences.   
 

* The Passing on of “Saints of St. Gregory’s” 
It would be impossible for me to submit this report without noting the passing on to their greater 

reward a number of “Saints of St. Gregory’s”. This past year we gave thanks to God for the life 

of Albert Edward and Shirley Jean Bowyer, Ray Claire Osborne, Anthony Porcelli, Carol Jean 

McGee, Eleanor Joy Norris, Jean Kent Early Barron, Warren Higgons, Patrick Francis Giffin, 

Carolyn MacLaughlin, Lorraine Link, Gerald Rason, Richard Halsey and Howard Earl McCall.    

 

This group of Saints shaped our life at St. Gregory’s in significant and lasting ways.   Tears of 

sorrow, gratitude and finally, joy, have been shed at their passing.  I am grateful to God for their 

faithful leadership and service.

Grace and peace to you in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. We have enjoyed another full year 

of youth ministry at St. Gregory’s. The goal of this ministry is to encourage youth on their 

Christian walk through a balanced program of worship experiences, religious education, spiritual 

and moral guidance, service, and social activity. 

 

Here are some of the highlights for 2011. The senior high youth rang in the New Year at 

Winterlight, held at Kanuga Conferences in the mountains of North Carolina. Both high school 

and middle school youth boarded the bus again in June for a week of summer camp at Kanuga. 

Both conferences offer a rich blend of worship, teaching, fun and service projects.  In August, we 

traveled to St. Thomas, Coral Gables, to gather with youth from across the diocese for 

Kanugacita, a weekend of keeping the Kanuga experience alive. 

   

We were well represented at the Spring Happening, with Fr. Joel serving as Spiritual Director 

and St. Gregory’s youth serving as weekend leaders.  We also observed a special Lenten Youth 

Group series, culminating with our teaming up with the Simple Gifts ministry to present a 

dramatic and interactive Stations of the Cross.  

 

The youth have weekly opportunities to nurture their spiritual growth through Sunday School, 

Sunday worship; regular youth group meetings, and our two-year confirmation program on 

evenings. This fall, we began offering confirmation classes two days a week, Sunday mornings 

during the Sunday School hour, and Wednesday evenings.  Youth attend one of the two meetings 

each week.  Thank you to all who quietly help with these regular activities, which are the 

backbone of our ministry to youth. 

 

Our dedication to outreach and mission prompted us to serve a meal and build some picnic tables 

at St. Laurence Chapel, attend the “Sleepout Under the Stars” for the Lord’s Place, and serve 

dinner for missions at the Diocesan Convention. We had several fundraisers for our annual 

summer mission trip, including a Mardi Gras Pancake Supper and a Rummage Sale.  In June, we 

traveled to New York City for a week of service, learning, and worship at Trinity Wall Street and 

St. John the Divine.  Thank you to everyone who so generously gave in support of this year’s 

mission trip. 

 

St. Gregory’s Youth joined forces this year with The Brothers of St. Gregory’s, the ECW, and 

other parish groups to participate in the CROSS Dinner, the Butterfly Release, the Spooktacular, 

and the Emporium.  Thank you to everyone for your ongoing support of St. Gregory’s Youth. 

 

Just for fun, we went horseback riding at Indian Hammock Hunt and Riding Club, attended 

Disney’s Night of Joy, and rung in 2012 with a New Year’s Eve Lock-In, during which we spray 

painted “space photos” using a technique we saw earlier in the year in NYC.

The 4:00 family service with the 

pageant was amazing with the traditional hymns, the candles and the overflowing attendance.   

 

But worship services are just part.  There are so many ministries, groups and activities available 

at St. Gregory’s.  The ECW put on a wonderful Christmas Emporium as they do every year.  The 

Brothers continue to support our youth and offer their “Best Breakfast in Boca”.   The youth 

programs are overflowing with ministries, pilgrimages, groups and Christian formation.  St 

Gregory’s has breakfast groups, lunch bunches, family nights, several bible study groups, 

Christian formation, and so much more.   

 

Our outreach ministries are making the world a better place.  I’m proud of our work in Haiti, 

Blessing in a Backpack and our feeding programs.  My personal favorite is the Family Promise 

ministry which helps the homeless in Boca Raton.  Our community in Christ at St. Gregory’s is 

teaming with other Godly communities to help needy people in our community and we see and 

support this good work at our 260 house almost every week. 

 

 This year, however, has not been without challenge.  There were several unplanned maintenance 

expenses this year and a shortfall in pledges.  This resulted in an operating loss that was covered 

with an increase in our debt.  Our stewardship journey has not met its participation or financial 

targets and we’re unable to restore clergy and salary cuts at this time.  Several of our members 

passed from our church community into Christ’s kingdom and a significant amount of our 

members continue to suffer financially.  But our community in Christ continues to thrive in the 

face of these adversities.  We weather tough economic times and familiar faces are replaced with 

new friends.  We have challenges, but Christ’s good work continues to grow and thrive at St. 

Gregory’s.   

 

I would like to thank everyone in our church family for all the time, talent and treasure they 

commit to needs of our Parish. 
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Treasurer’s Report 
 

Dear Parishioners, 

 

OPERATING RESULTS 
 

2011 was a difficult year financially at St. Gregory’s.  Our income continues to be negatively 

impacted by the weak economy.  St. Gregory’s pledge and plate income of $741,661 was 

$33,339 or 4% less than budget.  Compared to 2010, pledge and plate income declined by 

$51,477 or 6.5%.  Other congregation support of our ministries reduced the total income budget 

deficit to $24,227.  Total income declined by $51,588 compared to 2010.   
  

2011 operating expenses were $11,413 or 1% higher than budgeted.  The overage was primarily 

due to higher insurance premiums ($4,049), facilities expense ($5,545), outreach ministry 

expense ($2,788), and music ministry expense ($6,987).  These overages were partially offset by 

numerous small budget savings in other expense categories.  Total expense declined by $12,497 

compared to 2010. 
 

Major repairs of St. Gregory’s aging physical facilities, primarily air conditioning equipment and 

roof structures, reached $77,700 in 2011.  This was nearly three times our experience on average 

during the prior three years.  Unfortunately a Vestry analysis of our aging physical assets 

forecast that 2011 experience is likely to be the norm in coming years. 
 

Cash flow requirement to support St. Gregory’s operations, ministries, and major repairs 

exceeded our ability to fund expenditures from our income sources, including $72,667 from the 

St. Gregory’s Endowment Fund.  Consequently, a loan of $43,000 from our line of credit with 

Paradise Bank was required to offset a cash flow deficit.    
 

Borrowing money to fund operations was a difficult decision for the Vestry.  Please be assured 

that the Vestry is focused on our cash flow situation, and is seeking new opportunities to increase 

St. Gregory’s income through the 2012 Stewardship Campaign, Cross Dinner, and targeted fund 

raising by our ministries. 

 

CAPITAL CAMPAIGN  
 

The 2007 capital campaign generated pledges of $2.7 million, of which $1.9 million has been 

paid through December 31, 2011.  During 2011 we received pledge payments of $325,893, 

reducing the line of credit attributed to the capital campaign to $698,603.  Outstanding pledge 

commitments, adjusted for approximately $350,000 which may be uncollectible, the loan balance 

is expected to be $350,000 - $450,000 by December 31, 2013 when the campaign is completed.

The Endowment Committee oversees the endowment funds of St. Gregory’s and works closely 

with the Heritage Society which provides recognition for those who have included St. Gregory’s 

in their estate planning. 

St. Gregory’s endowment is now valued at $2,041,043.91 (as of close of business January 12, 

2012). 

The Endowment is made up of three accounts: 

·       Haiti Fund - $99,263.34 

o   Once this account has grown to more than $100,000, income from the fund can 

be distributed to support the South Florida Haiti Project. 

·       Von Kreuter Fund - $404,615.68 

o   This scholarship fund is limited to supporting seminarians in preparation for 

ministry. In addition to providing assistance to seminarians from our own 

parish and diocese, we currently provide support to three seminarians from 

Haiti and two from Madagascar. 

·       Endowment Fund - $1,537,164.89 

o   While this fund is intended to address the extraordinary and unexpected 

expenses that St. Gregory’s might encounter, for the past few years it has 

been used to fill the gap between the pledges (projected income) and the 

actual expenses of our church’s budget. Distributions are limited by the 

vestry to 5% of the fund. 

  

Trust services and investment management are provided by U.S. Trust, now a wholly-owned 

subsidiary of Bank of America/Merrill Lynch. The portfolio is a “Balanced Appreciation” 

allocation of mutual funds with approximately 70% in stocks and 30% in bonds. All funds carry 

a 3-, 4-, or 5-star rating by Morningstar, a mutual fund rating service. 

  

The endowment sustains the ongoing ministry of St. Gregory’s in many ways. Most important, it 

permits the leadership of the parish to better perform long-rage planning for outreach, 

preparation for ministry, unforeseen expenses. Your support of the Endowment Funds through 

lifetime gifts or remembering St. Gregory’s in your estate planning, serves a powerful legacy of 

your own life and the life of St. Gregory’s.

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XII. The Finance Commission 
 

The Finance Committee of St. Gregory’s is responsible for overseeing the preparation and 

submission of the Annual Budget to the Vestry.  The Finance Committee works closely with the 

Treasurer, Parish Administrator and the various other Church Committees in development of the 

Annual Budget and monitors the Church’s adherence to the Budget throughout the year by 

reviewing at least quarterly the financial activity of the Church vs. the Budget.   

 

The Finance Committee also makes recommendations to the Vestry during the year regarding 

approval of any unbudgeted expenditures and disposition of unrestricted gifts to the Church.  By 

prior Vestry resolution, the Finance Committee must approve any unbudgeted expenditures of 

over $1,000 and recommend to the Vestry to which fund any unrestricted gifts to the Church of 

over $1,000 should be credited. 

 

In addition to the Annual Budget, the Finance Committee monitors on a quarterly basis the 

activity in the restricted and endowment accounts of the Church, including its investment 

activities.  A separate Endowment Board manages our Endowment Funds, which are 

professionally managed by an independent investment management firm/institution.  A 

representative of the Endowment Board or the Treasurer reports at least annually to the Vestry 

on the activity of the Endowment Fund and its Board. 

 

The Church is audited or reviewed annually by an independent certified public accounting firm.  

The audit report is addressed to the Vestry and Clergy of the Church and is available for 

inspection by any member of the parish in the offices of the Treasurer or Parish Administrator.  

The annual audit or review reports are also submitted to the Diocese for review.  The Finance 

Committee has a responsibility to be sure that this audit process is adhered to at St. Gregory’s. 

 

The Finance Committee at St. Gregory’s is comprised of qualified members of the parish at St. 

Gregory’s as appointed by the Rector.  Ex officio members of the Committee, who are also 

invited to Finance Committee meetings, include the Rector, the Treasurer, the Parish 

Administrator, the Church’s Controller, and the Senior Warden.

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Parish Administrator Report 
 

Thanks to all of our parishioners in this difficult economic time we continue to be generous to all 

the Ministries of St. Gregory’s. Pledges fell short by $18,000 this year due to one major Pledge 

of $25,000 that did not come in. Spending was up this year primarily due to Capital 

Replacements. We replaced two major Air Conditioner Units this year at a cost of $36,000, a 

new roof on the 266 Youth House $10,000, Harris Hall Projector and Sound System $8,000, 

Industrial Hot Water Heater for the Kitchen $3,200, and Replacement of the Impact Glass on the 

Front Stain Glass Window $3,500. In the fourth quarter we used $43,000 from the Line of 

Credit.   
 

The Capital Campaign brought in $320,893 which $26,463 was used to pay interest and fees. 

The current outstanding Debt is $741,603.

The Office Staff at St. Gregory’s 

is hard working and faithful to their ministries. Special thanks go out to our Office Angels who 

volunteer on the reception desk every day. We should also recognize the tremendous support we 

get from all of our Volunteers, without them we would not be successful.

Each year the interest 

from the invested Funds are distributed to feeding ministries designated by the Committee and 

approved by the Vestry. The Fund has grown, mainly through annual gifts, and by a conservative 

investment, to approximately $100,000.  This year the Fund supported food ministries at St. 

Laurence Chapel, South Florida Haiti Project, Blessings in a Backpack, and Holy Redeemer 

church. Donations to the Fund are welcome and are used only for direct provision of food to the 

needy. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Blessings in a Backpack 

 
It seems unlikely that children in an affluent city like Boca Raton would go to bed hungry on 

weekends. But the reality is that a very large percentage of elementary school students do not 

receive nutritious meals at home and are eligible for a free or reduced hot lunch during the week 

at school. This Year Blessings in a Backpack are providing 1,000 Backpacks filled with food for 

the Children over the weekend.   

 

St. Gregory’s and The Chapel of St. Andrew’s is partnering with Boca Helping Hands, Boca 

Community Church, and St. Paul’s Lutheran Church to continue to grow a ministry of love to the 

poorest children of Boca Raton. We provide for 190 children at Hammock Pointe Elementary 

School in West Boca Raton.  

 

Every Wednesday afternoon a group of volunteers from St. Gregory’s and The Chapel of St. 

Andrew’s meet at the school to pack the Backpacks. We welcome additional volunteers; if you 

are interested please contact Ron Knowlton.  
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Family Promise Ministry 
 

Thanks to our volunteers and the use of the 260 House we have participated in another successful 

year.  Our Family Promise of South Beach County now has twelve (12) host congregations, 

seven (7) supporting congregations, four (4) other congregations providing financial support and 

one (1) that continues to provide the Day Care Center.  

 

Volunteers remain the heart of this program as they prepare for and greet our guests, prepare and 

serve the meals, provide hospitality, drive the van, staff the Day Center, help guests find jobs, 

housing and share their specialized skills; such as resume writing, financial planning and 

parenting.  Family Promise also collaborates with other service providers to help our guests 

obtain housing, job assistance counseling and social and health services. 

 

Family Promise’s Mission statement is “Believing that every child deserves a home, we exist to 

provide temporary shelter for homeless families in South Palm Beach County so that they can 

achieve lasting Independence”, this is the foundation of our Ministry. Helping our guest families 

regain some financial stability to again make it on their own and be able to help themselves is a 

ministry we can all be very proud of.  

 

We have had many volunteers repairing, cleaning and donating their time in keeping the 260 

House in good condition so it can be used to provide temporary housing for homeless families 

who have entered the program.  St. Gregory's Church members can all be very proud of donating 

the use of the 260 House to the Family Promise Ministry.  The 260 house was used for Family 

Promise 22 weeks in 2011 and will be used 23 to 25 weeks in 2012 to house our Family Promise 

guests.  

 

During 2011 St. Gregory's had over 227 volunteers and contributed over 1,800 volunteer hours at 

the 260 House with many additional donations such as, funds, food, supplies, furniture, clothing, 

linens, and many other contributions to the families that graduated from Family Promise and 

moved into their own housing.  

 

In 2012 St. Gregory's plans to host four weeks at the 260 house 2/12, 5/20, 8/12, 9/30. We are so 

blessed to have many wonderful volunteers, but are also in need of additional volunteers as we 

are expanding our ministry.  What is needed the most is some of your time devoted to helping 

and serving our guests.

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St Gregory’s Haiti Partnership 2011 Report 
 

Greetings from the people at Ste. Marie Madeleine School and Parish at Bondeau for this Advent 

Season.  Thank you for your continued prayer and financial support to these people working to 

become educated and able to develop a better life centered in our Lord, Jesus Christ as part of the 

Episcopal Church of Haiti. 
 

Ste. Marie Madeleine School at Bondeau, Haiti, is already into the academic year of 2011/2012, 

with the school opening in October 2011.  The past year has seen many infrastructure 

improvements as well as continued progress toward academic achievement in the education of 

the children at Bondeau.   

• Nouvo Bidaw located on Ste. Marie Madeleine land with 40 housing units, was completed and 

occupied by the people from the island of Bidaw providing new safe housing to over 150 

people from the island. 

• A very high quality playground with swings, teeter toters, benches and tables was funded and 

built by missionaries from Connecticut and New York. 

• The Feast of Ste. Marie Madeleine was celebrated July 23 and 24, with Bishop Duracin,  Arch 

Arch Deacons, clergy, seminarians national legislative and government representatives, 

and choirs from other parishes and the people from Bondeau.  Over 400 people attended 

the Eucharistic Festival Celebration.  The event drew national television and print news 

attention to what is happening in Bondeau. 

• The second graduation of students in the couture school included 7 women from Bondeau. 

• With significant individual donations, work started in 2010 on the Presbytery/Children's Home 

was continued. 

• Significant work was completed in SMM campus to add more land, level and improve the land 

and clear space for a future church structure on the main highway, that is  nearing 

completion as a paved highway connecting Bondeau to Port au Prince. 

* The nurse and dispensary actively treated many children and adults suffering from severe skin 

fungal infections as well as many other medical needs. 

* Deacon Anita Thorstad continued her ministry over several months, living in Bondeau. 

* Pere Kesner Gracia continues to provide direction and guidance to the ministry at Bondeau, 

and the development of this community to be sustainable into the future. 

* With the good things happening in the community, came a theft in September of building 

supplies from a storeroom, and school supplies from the school office.  This delayed the 

opening of the school from September to October, and drained the few operating reserves 

of South Florida Haiti Project. 
 

For the next year, we are in need of funding for the operating expenses for 2012 which are held 

at the 2011 level of $101,000.  The staff of 30 people at Bondeau, include teachers and 

administration that are fully trained under the requirements of the Haitian Ministry of Education, 

house keeping, maintenance and grounds keeping.  To come to school at SMM, the student must 

have shoes and a uniform.  There is no funding for discretionary expense for this 

purpose.  Presently, there are 245 students in the school and over 100 more that would come if 

they had shoes and a uniform. 
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Haiti Partnership Report , continued  
SFHP needs your help now and into the future.  Here are things that you can do. 

* Provide individual contributions of any level on a monthly, quarterly or annually for operating 

expenses. 

* Help develop partnerships with parishes and schools, to provide continued support for the 

operating budget of the project, and an ongoing relationship in mission with the 

partners.  Remember, while SFHP supports an Episcopal project in Haiti, it is not limited 

in support only to Episcopal organizations. 

* Speak out on the needs of the poorest of the poor people of Haiti to help make people aware of 

their needs for education to change their future.  Help people understand that SFHP has 

made great progress to date and that there are no administrative expenses for SFHP as all 

expenses are provided by the volunteer board, as well as our partners.  This is rare in non 

profit organizations. 

* Organize fundraising activities to help raise operating expenses. 

* Help connect SFHP with people that may be able to connect with foundations and other 

organizations that could provide grants to SFHP. 
 

The only capital project seeking additional funding at this time is the Presbytery/Children's 

Home.  Sufficient funding is on hand to complete the closure of the building and provide housing 

for school children needing a home.  To complete the building, an additional $35,000 is needed 

to make this structure a significant part of the Ste. Marie Madeleine complex.   
 

During the Festival of SMM, the corner stone was laid by Bishop Duracin for a church building 

which will be the next major project for Bondeau.  The people of Bondeau have already 

contributed $5,000 (a major achievement for this poor community) for this project which is 

needed to provide worship space for the growing parish congregation.  In addition to money, all 

in the community are being asked to contribute their labor to the project making it a community 

project. 

   

  The board of directors for South Florida Haiti Project deserves thanks and blessings for their 

direction and tireless efforts on behalf of this project.

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Stephen Ministry 
 

In the spring of 2011 St. Gregory’s decided to restart the Stephen Ministry.  When fully trained 

our Stephen Ministers will be able to provide confidential, one-to-one Christian care to people 

who are facing crises or life challenges. The process for bringing this ministry back to our church 

has been complex. First we had to recruit people who were willing to spend a week to be trained 

as Stephen Leaders who will serve as the trainers. We were very fortunate to have three 

volunteers who were willing to get this training in Orlando in June.  They are Carole Kain, 

Margaret Johnson and Cristina Montana.  In September we began to recruit for persons who 

wanted to be Stephen Ministers.  There were at least ten church members who attended 

information sessions to learn about the ministry and the extensive commitment to training, 

supervision and service. The ministry requires a significant commitment of two years.  Initially 

there is 50 hours of class time learning the caring giving skills and necessary resource 

information.  Following the five months of training, each Stephen Ministers will be assigned to 

provide one-to-one care with a person who needs a loving person to walk with them during a 

difficult time.  The Stephen Ministers will meet will their care-receivers on a weekly basis as 

long as the need persists.   Stephen Leaders will provide small group supervision and continuing 

education to the caregivers to help them plan and carry out their highly confidential ministries.  

We are fortunate to have teamed with St. Paul’s Episcopal Church in Delray and the Chapel at 

St. Andrew’s to provide training for those from our three congregations who want to be Stephen 

Ministers.  We have three people from our church, Betsy Wenzel, Jim Herb and Carl Church, 

who are in the program plus five persons from the other two parishes.  The training began on 

December 1, 2011 and will continue weekly (except for holiday breaks) until May 3, 2012 and 

each session last two and one-half hours and represents one unit.  There is a planned weekend 

retreat at the Duncan Center where we can present at least four units of the program.  If anyone is 

interested in the next training program in the fall, please contact one of the Stephen Leaders or 

Bill Brockman or call the church

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Church School Report 2011 
 

We are pleased to report the Sunday School continues to flourish at St. Gregory’s. This fall we 

registered 102 children and youth. And, we are averaging 48 children and youth in class each 

week.   
 

The first Sunday of each month is Simple Gifts. Here students and families enjoy a contemporary 

family friendly Eucharist including a children’s sermon and a craft. The children and youth 

attend Sunday School the remaining weeks. Classes are held from 9:45-10:40am at which time 

they join their families in church for the Eucharist.  
 

We are happy to announce we expanded Sunday School to begin at age 2. Our two and three 

year olds enjoy a mix of play time and Bible story time in the newly renovated space within the 

nursery.

The goals of the members of St. Gregory’s Environmental Committee are to develop an 

awareness of our environment and to promote protection of our natural resources through 

conservation, recycling and cleanup.  

In 2011 four clean ups were performed as part of our participation in the Adopt-A-

 St. This program will be continued during 2012 with cleanups scheduled for 

February, May, September and December.   Through this program tons of trash is removed 

annually from Palm Beach County Roadways. 

To promote environmental education and to learn about our natural environment, the 

members of the Environmental Group arranged for a trip again this year to Grassy Waters 

Preserve which included a guided canoe trip.  Additionally, helpful tips for conservation and 

environmental information were presented in the “Easy to Be Green” section of the Steeple 

News. 

During Lent we invited everyone to participate in a Carbon Fast of our non-renewable 

resources and to take the time to reflect on how we are living our lives in relation to God and our 

environment.  We plan to invite the congregation to join us in this fast again this year. 

 Earth Day was celebrated with in conjunction with St. Gregory’s Lecture Series.  Tom 

Olliff, an Assistant Executive Director of the South Florida Management District, spoke about 

plans for the restoration of the Everglades. Our plans for 2012 are to continue promoting 

environmental education with a trip planned to the Anne Kolb Nature Center in Hollywood, Fl.   

We encourage the recycling of paper, glass and aluminum in the church.  Coffee cups and 

mugs are used instead of Styrofoam and plastic.  We encourage the conservation of energy in 

your homes through measures such as replacing incandescent light bulbs with more energy 

efficient compact fluorescent bulbs and turning off lights, televisions and computers when not in 

use.    

 

In 2012 we look forward to your participation in our road cleanup program and welcome 

you to participate in exciting and upcoming educational experiences.  We encourage you to 

reduce, recycle and reuse to conserve our natural resources.

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Memoir Writing Class 

 

The mission statement for this class the past seven years is based on Psalm 78: 2-8. 
 

What we have heard and known for ourselves, 

And what our ancestors have told us, 

Must not be withheld from their descendants, 

But be handed on by us to the next generation. 
 

 This past fall for the first time the Memoir Class was offered successfully at the Chapel of St. 

Andrew as part of our REMBR (Regional Episcopal Ministry of Boca Raton), a resource-sharing 

program among the Episcopal Churches in our area.   
 

The basic memoir writing class is an 8-week program (16-20 hrs.) offered in Feb.-March and 

again in Oct.-Dec.  Participants develop a personal list of story topics, write a series of four or 

five life stories, visit the Latter Day Saints Family Tree Research Center in Boca Raton for an 

introduction to the LDS genealogy facility, and share their stories to critique and inspire each 

other.    
 

In addition, an advanced four-week class is offered, if requested, for participants who like 

deadlines and wish further instruction and editorial direction.  Writers, who are unable to attend 

weekly, have become online participants by sending stories via email to share with the class and 

receive online feedback. Class size runs 6-8 participants. 
 

A $90 registration fee includes a textbook and binder for class handouts. Also, this class has 

become an outreach service as people from outside St. Gregory’s family are welcome and have 

outnumbered parish members on occasion. Once the participants have completed the basic 

course, they may join any class, at no additional fee, when they seek an audience for their stories.
